2.  The committee shall examine the alleged incapacitated person in accordance with the standards set forth in Section 744.331 of the Florida Statutes.  The examining committee shall determine the ability of the alleged incapacitated person to exercise those rights which the petitioner has requested be removed.  The examining committee shall submit a written report within fifteen (15) days of the date of this order, conforming to the requirements of Section 744.331(d), Florida Statutes.  The report must be filed with this Court and sent to the attorney for the petitioner and to the attorney for the alleged incapacitated person at least five (5) days before the hearing on the petition.

3.  The examining committee shall have access to, and may consider, previous examinations of the person, including but not limited to, habilitation plans, school records, psychological and psychosocial reports voluntarily offered for use by the alleged incapacitated person.  

4.  The attending or family physician of the alleged incapacitated person, hospital and all providers of medical care for the alleged incapacitated person, are authorized to communicate both orally and in writing with the examining committee any information contained in the medical record. This order is made pursuant to Federal HIPAA 164,512(e)(1)(i) which provides for use and disclosure for which an authorization or an opportunity to agree or object is not required.  Medical records include clinical records made confidential pursuant to Florida Statutes 394.4615.

5.  The Clerk of this Court shall provide the members of the examining committee copies of this order, of the petition to determine incapacity, of all petitions for appointment of guardians, and of the notice of filing of the petition to determine incapacity.
